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CREATIVE COMMUNITY PARTNERSHIP GRANT
INFORMATION SHEET

Grant Title: Creative Community Partnership Grant (CCPG)
Purpose: To encourage a partnership between the Town of Strasburg and any non-profit art-focused organization with the mission to increase art accessibility, education, and diversity.


Eligible Applicants: The Town of Strasburg will accept applications from any non-profit art-focused organization serving the Strasburg community. Organizations must offer their program/activity in the Town of Strasburg but it is not a requirement for the organization to be located in Strasburg. Organizations are only eligible to receive funds for similar projects through the CCPG for three (3) years.

Eligible Activities: Grants to independent arts organizations for arts activities in the locality. The Town of Strasburg will not match payments paid to performers for specific performances. Other ineligible activities include general operating costs, programs that have already occurred and organizational memberships. 

Amount of Assistance: An applicant may receive up to $4,500 from the Town of Strasburg, matched with $4,500 from VCA, to total $9,000 in eligible assistance.
Application/Review/Payment Procedures
Grant Application Deadline for Fiscal Year 2023-2024 is March 1st, 2023 at 5PM. 
· The Town of Strasburg staff reviews each application for completeness and eligibility.

· The Community Advisory Team reviews the applications and makes recommendations on levels of funding for each application.
· The Community Advisory Team uses the following criteria to evaluate the applicants:
· Public benefit and community need - How will the community benefit from the project? Does the project respond to a known or expressed community need?
· Quality - Does the proposal demonstrate that the quality of the project will be at a level acceptable to the Community Advisory Team and the Parks, Trails and Recreation Committee??
· Organizational health of applicant - Does the organization have a track record of successful projects? Does the organization have a good plan for completing the proposed project?
· The Strasburg Town Council approves or denies the match request with the approval of the budget. 

· Once approved, the selected applicants must use their CCPG funds by July 1st of the following year. Organizations must track their own expenses, submit them to the Community Development Department, and their eligible funds will be matched by the Town of Strasburg. 

· Grant recipients will be notified by July 1st of the current year.
Acknowledgment of NEA and VCA Support
In all published material regarding the particular activity supported, acknowledgment must be made that the activity is partially supported by a grant from the Virginia Commission for the Arts and the National Endowment for the Arts. This acknowledgment should be included in programs, print and online newsletters, educational materials, brochures, posters, news releases, web sites, catalogues, and videos.

Grant Contract
Each grant application must be signed by an individual with the authority to act on behalf of the applicant organization. A signed application form is the applicant’s agreement to do what is described in the application and to comply with the Grant Conditions, a copy of which is attached to each application form. Applicants must attach a signed copy of the Certification of Assurances to the application and keep a copy on file. Major changes in activities, personnel, or budget must be approved in advance by the Commission.
