In an effort to make the 
information easier to obtain, staff decided to separate 
these into individual documents.  The documents that 
are new or revised are: 
The Zoning Ordinance - new 
The Subdivision Ordinance - new 
The Administrative Procedures Manual (AMP) - new 
The Technical Design Manual (TDM) – revised

our website.  At the bottom of the 
homepage is an image and a link to 
the zoning ordinance rewrite. From 
this link there is more information 

about the rewrite and the documents being presented to 
the Town Council. Your input is welcome and 
encouraged.
